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CAUDILL SAYS REPORT HELPFUL TO EXCISE BOARD

Oklahoma City - Oklahoma County Clerk Carolynn Caudill said she was pleased with yesterday’s presentation to the Board of County Commissioners by CPA Mike Crawford on the county’s financial health.  Crawford measured various financial benchmarks and the county scored an overall “above average” 6 on a scale from 1 to 10.  Oklahoma County is the first county in the State of Oklahoma to undergo the scrutiny of the Performeter® developed by Crawford.  

Caudill said she wanted a fresh new approach when looking at Oklahoma County’s financial condition and to see what trends have developed over the past three years.  “This is a great tool for the County Excise Board”, Caudill said.  “They will be balancing the county’s budget this year and this type of information is sure to be helpful.”   Caudill noted the report will also be helpful to county taxpayers.  “This report is available on the county’s website at www.oklahomacounty.org and written so the average person can understand”, Caudill said.

The Performeter® rated the county’s Financial Position at 3.6, Financial Performance at 7.5 and Financial Capability at 8.1.  Crawford noted as more counties use this tool, the more useful his measurements will be when comparing similar-sized counties.  Caudill said the report overall was very good, but added, “There is always room for improvement.”
